The conference will bring the science behind intelligent design theory to college 
students and others in the Bay Area. Trained experts will present information on 
the scientific fundamentals of the origin of life and universe and present scientific 
evidence for intelligent design theory.  Intelligent design is a scientific theory 
postulating that life was designed by an intelligence, rather than having evolved 
naturally.  Speakers include Michael Behe (Ph.D., research biochemist at Lehigh 
University), Paul Nelson (Ph.D., biologist), Paul Chien (Ph.D., USF biology 
faculty), Edward Peltzer (Ph.D., research chemist at Monterrey Bay Aquarium), 
George Hunter (Ph.D. biophysics), and Jay Wesley Richards (Ph.D. Theology).  
The conference will also provide a framework for understanding these issues by 
explaining how intelligent design theory supports the Judeo-Christian worldview.
